1.0 PROJECT BRIEF GUIDELINES

1.1 Introduction

Explain how the project fits into the Engineering/Industrial environment. How historical developments has led to the current position. Where the future may lead and what problems need to be solved before getting there.

1.2 Reason for the Project

The knowledge gained in doing this project must be of some use to Industry/Engineering/Research, for example, you may be answering specific questions or giving guidance to future areas of interest, etc

1.3 Subject Area Extent

It is certainly the case that the subject area chosen is vast, you need to demonstrate that you know just how far-ranging, both in terms of diversity of the subject and also in the consideration of details. Key references to the work in the field should be quoted appropriately and clearly.

1.4 Scope of the Project

Having identified how large the field of exploration is, you need to bring the scope of the project within manageable bounds. You should explain what areas you intend to explore within the project i.e. what you intend to achieve.

1.5 Research Element

All projects must contain some element of Original Work. You will NOT be awarded a BEng/Dip for repeating work. Since most of the work you intend to do has been done before, you will need to state clearly how what you intend to do is different from what has been done before and how this new approach is going to be beneficial.

1.6 Resources

You will need to ensure you have enough resources to make the problem viable. Among the required resources include; Time, Money, Equipments, Supervision, etc. You should clearly know how much time the project will need for completion.

1.7 Project Plan

Make sure you develop a work programme. Use a bar chart or similar method and software such as Microsoft Project to develop and identify the major components to the project, their duration and sequence to clearly understand the project schedule. This should outline that the project will be managed in the allocated time in form of a Timing Diagram.
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
